7. Entrant must use official entry form for each print. 
8. Entry may have no identification on the front. 
9. Entries will be accepted at the registration desk until 

9:00a.m. Monday, and must be picked up on final day of 
seminar. Entries not picked up will be discarded.  

10. Entries must be mounted 8x10 up to 11x14 in size. 
11. A finished image of at least 80 square inches is required. 

Guide prints may be added to the face of the entry if 
needed. Matting is permitted as part of the overall 
presentation. 

12. Judge's decisions will be final. 
13. PPI is not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged entries.
